Series History:  Ball State and Ohio have met in football 20 times with the Cardinals 
holding a 13-7 all-time advantage . . . The teams have not met since 2005 when the 
Bobcats tallied a 38-21 win in Athens, Ohio . . . In games played at Ball State, the 
Cardinals own a 7-2 all-time edge . . . Ball State has won eight of the last 10 games 
played in the series which dates back to 1975.

Ball State Head Coach Stan Parrish:  Coach Parrish (Heidelberg ‘69) is in his 
fifth season at Ball State, and in his first full season as the school’s head coach . . . 
Parrish was named the Cardinals 15th head football coach Dec. 18, 2008, and was 
the head mentor in Ball State’s Jan. 6, 2009, GMAC Bowl appearance . . . Parrish 
became the first Ball State assistant coach to be promoted to head coach since Wave 
Myers in 1968 . . . Parrish was one of five finalists for the 2008 Broyles Award, which 
goes to the nation’s top assistant coach . . . He owns a 58-49-3 career head coaching 
record, which include’s stints at Wabash (1978-82), Marshall (1984-85) and Kansas 
State (1986-88) . . . Parrish earned a college football national championship ring as a 
member of the 1997 Michigan coaching staff and owns a NFL Super Bowl ring after 
serving as the quarterbacks coach of the 2002 Tampa Bay Buccaneers.

Ohio Head Coach Frank Solich:  Coach Solich (Nebraska ‘66) is in his fifth season 
as the head coach at Ohio and his 11th season as a collegiate mentor . . . He owns a 
28-29 record at Ohio and an 86-48 career coaching mark . . . Solich came to Ohio 
after compiling a 58-19 record as the head coach at Nebraska from 1998-2003.

Scouting Ohio:  Ohio suffered its first Mid-American Conference loss of the season 
Saturday vs. Kent State (20-11) . . . The Bobcats had posted MAC wins at Bowling 
Green (44-37), at Akron (19-7) and vs. Miami University (28-7) . . . Ohio also defeated 
North Texas (31-30) in double overtime Sept. 12, at Denton, Texas.

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Williams’ Numbers:  Eric Williams (Indianapolis, Ind./Warren Central H.S.) is averaging a team high 6.3 yards per rush and leads the Cardinals with 
a 25.5 average on kickoff returns . . . He ranks third in the Mid-American Conference and 39th in the nation in kick return average . . . Williams rushed a 
career high 11 times at Auburn, and gained a career best 88 yards vs. Bowling Green . . . Against New Hampshire, Williams posted a career long 50-yard 
kickoff return . . . He managed a 37-yard kickoff return vs. Bowling Green and posted kickoff returns of 31 yards at Auburn, vs. Toledo and  at Temple . . 
. At Temple, Williams was credited with his first career touchdown after recovering a ball in the endzone that sailed over the head of the Owls punter . . . 
Against Bowling Green, Williams was credited with his first rushing touchdown on a 30-yard run with 12:16 left in the third quarter . . . He tallied his second 
career rushing TD with 12:06 left vs. Bowling Green on a 2-yard run.

Ball State Grad Takes Over at QB:  Tanner Justice (Indianapolis, Ind./Cathedral H.S.), who graduated last May with a bachelor’s degree in entrepre-
neurship and is working on his master’s degree in business at Ball State, made his first career start at Eastern Michigan last Saturday . . . He took over at 
quarterback vs. Bowling Green in the second quarter of the Bowling Green game after Kelly Page suffered a thumb injury . . . He has completed 17-of-44 
passes for 206 yards with two interceptions in four games this season . . . A former walk-on for the Cardinals, Justice has completed 22-of-50 passes for 
260 yards with two interceptions in his career.

Kicker Makes Debut:  Steven Schott (Massillon, Ohio/Washington H.S.), a redshirt freshman kicker for the Cardinals, made his collegiate debut vs. 
Bowling Green, and also handled the placekicking duties at Eastern Michigan last Saturday . . . Schott has connected on 1-of-2 field goal attempts   -- a 
28 yarder vs. the Falcons -- and has made 5-of-6 extra points.

Punter U. Continues:  Scott Kovanda (Hartland, Mich./Detroit Central Catholic H.S.) began his Ball State career vs. North Texas and is averaging 39.3 
yards per punt . . . He has punted 40 times and forced opponents to start inside their own 20-yard line nine times, while forcing teams to fair catch eight 
times . . . Kovanda had a career long punt of 63 yards vs. North Texas . . . Ball State opponents have returned only 12 punts for an average of 4.8 yards 
per punt this year, which ranks 23rd in the nation in the latest NCAA statistics.

Punter U. Part II:  Ball State has a long tradition of outstanding punters . . . Brad Maynard (1993-96) set the Ball State career record with a 44.2 average, 
was a consensus All-American and is in his 13th year in the National Football League . . . Reggie Hodges (2000-04) punted for 10,210 yards and is in his 
fifth year in the NFL, currently with the Tennessee Titans . . . Chris Miller (2004-08) completed his career last season ranked second in BSU annals with 
10,342 career punt yards and breaking Maynard’s career average record with a 44.77 mark.

Leading the Defense:  Davyd Jones (Muncie, Ind./Central H.S.), who led Ball State’s linebackers in tackles with 85 a year ago, is leading the team with 
64 tackles this season . . . He has also ranks second on the team with six tackles for loss and has added two pass breakups and one forced fumble . . . 
Alex Knipp (Amherst, Ohio/Steele H.S.) ranks third for Ball Stated with 55 tackles plus has added one forced fumble and a tackle for loss . . . Knipp led 
the Cardinals with nine tackles vs. Bowling Green.

Freeman the Freshman:  Travis Freeman (Cleveland, Ohio/Glenville H.S.) has started the last seven games as a true freshman for Ball State . . . He 
is second on the team with 61 tackles, including one and a half tackles for loss and two quarterback hurries . . . Freeman led the Cardinals with 10 tackles 
at Temple and with seven at Eastern Michigan . . . He managed a career high 11 tackles at Army and at Auburn.

Charlie Cardinal:  Charlie Todd (Bear, Del./Howard H.S.), a junior defensive back for the Cardinals, tallied a career high nine tackles at Temple . . . Todd 
is in his first year at Ball State after graduating from Nassau Community College . . . He managed eight tackles vs. North Texas and at Army and registered 
his first career interception vs. Toledo.

Rushing Robert Eddins:  Robert Eddins (Detroit, Mich./Crockett H.S.), a junior defensive end for the Cardinals, has registered a team high 12 tackles 
for loss, and leads the team with six sacks . . . He is fifth on the team with 40 tackles . . . Eddins is tied for 14th in the nation in tackles for loss and tied for 
33rd in sacks . . . He leads the MAC in tackles for loss and is tied for second in sacks . . . Eddins blocked the third punt of his career and the second of 
the 2009 season at Eastern Michigan . . . He blocked an EMU punt with 5:33 to play in the third quarter, and the ball rolled out of the Eagles endzone for 
a safety to reduce Ball State’s deficit to 27-22 in a game the Cardinals would win 29-27 . . . He blocked the second punt of his career with 10:13 to play in 
the first quarter against New Hampshire in the second game of the 2009 season.

The 33-Year-Old Co-Captain:  Brandon Crawford, who turned 33 in August, returns for his final season at defensive end . . . He ranks fourth on the 
team with four tackles for loss plus has one sack, one pass breakup and one forced fumble this season . . . Crawford began working immediately out of 
high school before joining the Marines . . . He enrolled at Ball State in 2006 and was named to the All-MAC Second Team last year after earning third-team 
honors in 2007 . . . He is older than five of Ball State’s assistant coaches -- Darryl Dixon, Jason Eck, Eddie Faulkner, Joey Lynch and Kurt Mattix.

Orsbon Staying Steady:  Briggs Orsbon (Convoy, Ohio/Crestview H.S.) tallied a season high 10 catches for a seson best 88 receiving yards vs. Toledo 
. . . He also tallied his first receiving touchdown of 2009 vs. the Rockets . . . In the next contest at Temple, Orsbon managed 10 catches again for 82 yards 
. . . Orsbon tallied 76 receiving yards vs. Bowling Green . . . He is 10th in the Mid-American Conference with 5.25 receptions per game.

Gibson Learning the Ropes:  Torieal Gibson, a sophomore wide receiver for Ball State, tallied the third touchdown catch of his career on a career long 
reception of 51 yards at Temple . . . He managed five catches for 110 yards and the one TD vs. the Owls . . . Gibson leads the Cardinals with a 14.4 
yards-per-catch average and with three TD catches . . . He is tied for second on the team with 22 receptions and ranks second with 316 receiving yards.
